First Tee curriculum delivers: 9 core values, life 
skills, 9 healthy habits, and golf instruction. The 

9 core values include: 
respect, courtesy,  
responsibility, honesty, 
sportsmanship,  
confidence, judgment, 
perseverance, and  
integrity. The life skills  
include: dreams and 
goals, dealing with  
challenges, building a 
go-to team, appreciating 
diversity, and planning for 
the future. The 9 healthy 

habits include: physical —energy, play, safety, 
emotional—vision, mind, family, and social—
friends, school, community.

Thanks to our donors and fundraising efforts, our 
chapter is able to provide financial assistance to  
at risk youth throughout the state. Currently 33%  
of our students qualify for financial assistance.
